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From Fastor Mark’s Dcsk....
Sabbatical Time

On June 1st I will begin a three month sabbatical. For
most of us this will be a new experience. I have never
had a sabbatical and most of you have never had a pastor
go on sabbatical. The goal for this time is a bit
paradoxical. It’s a time of rest and growth. Now how "
does one rest and at the same time grow? Having a time away or a time apart from the
regular rhythm of my vocation will allow me to rest and find a new creative space. In
that time and from that time I will be able to explore new ways of thinking about life
and ministry together. Sabbatical is not a three month vacation or paid time off. It is
time of intentional rest, but more than that it is an alternate rhythm for three months that
allows us all time and space to grow in new ways.

Jesus offers a beautiful metaphor for a life of discipleship in John 15:5 He says, “I am
the vine, you are the branches. Those who abide in me and I in them bear much fruit,
because apart from me you can do nothing.” Sabbatical is an abiding time and a looking
to be fruitful time.

During this precious sabbatical time I will be writing my doctoral dissertation. My
hope is to get a solid first draft during these three months. I will then be able to spend
the rest of the year, editing and fussing with it until it is just right. Upon my return
from sabbatical you will have an opportunity to hear and share in what I’ve done. I
intentionally planned the beginning of my doctoral program around the anticipation of
taking sabbatical this summer and focusing on writing. When I made that plan this
seemed like a far off future and I’'m amazed it’s hear already.

Heather, the girls, and I will be staying here. I will be around the community and you
will more than likely see me at the coffee shop staring at my laptop. It’s a time apart
but we won’t be strangers.

While I am away you will be in good hands. One of the pastors I respect the most in
this world is going to be preaching on Sundays and providing pastoral care as needed.
Pastor Larry Thomas will be with you the thirteen Sundays from June until the end of
August. He is an excellent preacher and a great pastor and I know you will enjoy your
time with him. Pastor Larry will proclaim to you the good news of Jesus Christ,
challenge you to be better followers, and empower you to live your faith out in the
world.

One of the last projects I'm working on before I leave is a new member orientation.
We will have a new member orientation reception on May 17th between the services.
Please look forward to welcoming the new members into our midst. We have, as
always, a terrific group of people who desire to become formal members of our
congregation.

GET INTO GOD’S WORD

“The Word became flesh and dwelt among us” (John 1:14, NKJV)

Throughout the Old Testament God routinely spoke to people. In these thirty-nine books He
gave them instructions and promises with conditions. Some people understood what He was
saying, others didn’t. Some tried to live by it with varying degrees of success, while others re-
jected it and decided to do their own thing. Then God did something truly incredible: “The
Word became flesh and blood, and moved into the neighborhood. We saw the glory with our
own eyes, the one-of-a-kind glory, like Father, like Son, generous inside and out, true from
start to finish” (v. 14, The Message). Jesus was a living Bible! John tells us, “The Word was
God” (v. 1, NKJV), so the more you get into the Word and get it into you, the more of God
you’re depositing within you. You say, “But sometimes I don’t get much out of reading the
Bible.” A word to the wise: When you start studying the Bible, don’t do it to find some new
truth nobody else has ever seen. Do it with the attitude, “Lord, what are You saying to me?”
The problem most of us have isn’t interpreting the difficult passages; it’s obeying the ones we
already understand! The Word of God provides you with two things: 1) Protection. The
Psalmist said, “Unless your law had been my delight, I would then have perished in my
affliction. 1 will never forget your precepts, for by them you have given me life” (Ps. 119:92-
93 NKJV). 2) Direction. “Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my life” (v. 105
NKJV). Need direction? Need protection? Get into God’s word.

This
year breakout sessions and an Open Space setting will provide you with the opportunity to learn critical listening
skills while exploring challenging conversations into which we are called.
